Max Moshe Weinberg (1928-2018) was a German Jewish painter, graphic designer and sculptor. He was one of the
most significant artists of the City of Frankfurt and the State of Hessen. Well-known for the extra-terrestrial
creatures which crowded his paintings, his trademark colour pink and his unique personality, his dead left a huge
vacuum in the culture scene of “Mainhattan”, where he started his brilliant career in 1959. As an independent
artist, Max Weinberg was granted since the middle of the Sixties and until his dead, with regular support of the City
of Frankfurt, the State of Hessen and the Federal Presidential Office.

Max Weinberg was born on the 19th of January 1928 in Kassel, where his father had moved after escaping from the
first Jewish persecution in Poland and married Nascha Krug (originally from Kalynia -Ukraine). The fifth child of
seven, Max Weinberg had three sisters and three brothers, including Max’s twin brother Samy and Arno, (1926-
1941), who was born with a severe condition (Hydrocephalus).

In 1933 the family fled to Palestine (Israel from 1948) to escape from the persecution of the Nazism but was forced
to leave behind the small Arno who was being treated for his sickness at the Weilminster Nursing Home since a
baby. In 1941 he will fall victim of the killing facility Hadamar, where he was taken on the 7th of February 1941,
according to the premises official register of executions. In 2016 nine “Stolpersteine” were installed in Kassel
(Schafergasse) each one of them in memory of the members of the Family Weinberg who had to flee from the
persecution of the Nazism in 1933.

For the small child, the new home was a paradise: white sand, blue sky, warm see, snakes, and scorpions but most
of all, a lot of light. Those memories will be later bringing to life in his beautiful Lithography and paintings with the
same brilliant light of the beach of Israel, where a young Max started selling his paintings with only 13 years of age.
Aware of the talent for painting of his son and having to deal with his refusal to attend the regular school, his father
allowed him to follow his passion but at the condition to have him attending a religious school where to learn the
principles of the Torah. And during those years, the teenager would also discover his passion for Beethoven music,
which he found immediately so powerful, beautiful, and inspiring to decide to make it his, like a sort of inspiring
Muse to accompany him while creating his masterpieces.
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In 1948 he had to join the army to defend his newborn State of Israel. He served his country, but he soon found
himself in a very difficult position when refusing to observe an order of shooting. For this behaviour he was
dismissed in 1950. Painting was his only passion and because of his great talent, he signed straightaway an
exclusive and profitable contract with a famous art Gallery in Tel Aviv. His earnings allowed him to finance his
education at the State Academy of Culture and Art in Tel Aviv, where he studied with Professor Mokady, Stimalzky
and Steichmann from 1954 to 1958.

In 1959 the artist moved back to Germany together with his younger brother Bernard. And in Frankfurt am Main, a
city with a very old Jewish tradition, a very open atmosphere to art and culture and a multicultural population, the
artist found his second home.

From 1961 to 1963 he attended the drawing course at the “Stadel” Evening School with Professor Walter
Hergenhahn. His strong personality and his continuous refusing to follow the rules of learning at the Institution,
made him soon been noticed. When one of his professors suggested him to forget about art and get a proper job,
he did not think it twice: it was the beginning of his long and successful career as independent artist.

1965 marked the official start of his brilliant career as an independent artist, with his artworks regularly on display
in many Group Exhibitions in Frankfurt, Hessen and the nearby cities. His early artistic career went through various
stages. The first stage was characterized with a very rich production of Lithography where a mix of different colours
was used to create a beautiful, crowded world of thousands of small figures and light, like a reminder to his youth
at the beach in Israel. Many abstract works were also produced in those years with colours and techniques that will
never be used again in the years to come. Unfortunately, only few of these wonderful pieces of art can be seen
today in their original forms, because most of them was painted over and over during the following years in the
typical style of the artist.

In 1972 Max Weinberg’s first and only son Jonatan, was born and the artist’s spend his time teaching his child the
freedom of expression with colours and brushes like a game of pure imagination. In the following years and
together with his brother Bernard, the painter will travel to London, the South of France, and the South of Spain to
meet up with the many young artists defining the European cultural scene at that time.

During the Eighties, Max Weinberg continued his artistic experiments and the discovered “pink” as a brilliant colour
to be included in his paintings, with its power and its energy impossible to remain unnoticed. Pink would become
his signature colour from now on, never to be missed in his creation, together with black and white.

Because of the troubling political times living Europe and the of a new wave of antisemitism and violence, the
painter started a flourished production of many different types and styles of Lithographies and Paintings to work at
the Holocaust and at his own personal experience with violence during the years of the escape of his family to
Palestine. Some of them will be exhibited in a travelling Exhibition in collaboration with the artist Barbara Greul
Aschanta:” The Destruction of the Jewish —a Confrontation”.

At the beginning of the Nineties, the sudden loss of his beloved brother Bernard created a big vacuum in the heart
of Max Weinberg who suddenly felt the necessity to be surrounded of young people to feel young himself and not
to lose his inspirational Muse. From these years he will start wearing a very thick eyeliner contour around his eyes
in the style of the German pop group “Tokyo Hotel”. His new motto became: “Bleibt cool” (Stay cool), a sort of
signature greetings of Max Weinberg until his very last day. Mixed technique with Pastels, Oil, Acrylic, Tempera
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colour, Airbrush and new extreme erotic scene and naked portraits, belong to his production of those years, when
he systematically shared his time with young people.

Max Weinberg’s creativity and his tireless experimenting with new technique and styles not to fall under any of the
art currents at the time, was matched with his very independent, provocative, and irreverent personality. During
his long career he preferably showed his artworks in group exhibition together with other young artists around the
world, better than in solo exhibition. Max Weinberg’s artworks landed in private collections in Russia, USA, Japan,
France, Israel, Spain, Luxembourg, etc.

In 1997 the artist created his one and only sculpture “Die Uberirdische Frau” (the extra-terrestrial woman) that will
later at the Expo 2000 in Hannover exhibited and afterwards in other exhibitions in Luxembourg and France.

The year 2000 marked the beginning of a new millennium and the almost seventy years old Max Weinberg decided
it was time to experiment something completely new. He invented a new Graffiti technique: Polyurethan isolating
foam mixed with colours in a thick cream to be used for painting with a 3D effect.

In August 2008 the solo Exhibition “Spielraum der Phantasie” (Playground of the imagination), Retrospective for
the 80th Birthday took place in Frankfurt where his masterworks “Beethoven” and “Frau mit Hut” (Woman with
hat) were exhibited in the Al Halle Sachsenhausen together with many other of his beautiful colourful, provocative
paintings.

In January 2018, for his 90th birthday the last Exhibition in his lifetime was organised at the Chief Financial
Directorate of Frankfurt am Main: “Max Weinberg. Monuments and Milestones of the life of an Artist”.

On April 18th Max Weinberg died in his beloved Frankfurt am Main, his second home “Mainhattan”, as he was
used to call his city. From 1959 to 2018 Max Weinberg was a fundamental element of the Art scene in Frankfurt am
Main, who loved to be surrounded with young artists and show them to be free to experiment and live their
dream. He was always very provocative in his art and with a very strong and independent personality, refused any
sort of compromise. An exhibition of his extra-terrestrial masterpieces in the Schirn or in the Stadel Museum was
the dream of his life, a dream that unfortunately was never fulfilled.

In December 2018 Max Weinberg was granted posthum the “Goethe Plakette of the City of Frankfurt”, a plaque
which can be awarded to “...poets, writers, artists and scholars and other personalities of cultural life who, through
their creative work, are worthy of an honour dedicated to Goethe's memory”.

In May 2019 the Max Weinberg Gallery was opened in Alt-Rédelheim (Frankfurt, Germany) by his son Jonatan,
exactly where the thirty years old German-Jewish began in 1959 his new life as an independent artist.
